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Sporting Clays Choke Chart

Choke Constrictions — CYL .000
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Selecting Choke and Load

1. Determine what kind of target is being thrown.

2. View target to determine which profile is being presented.
Find that profile on chart.

3. Estimate distance and select choke and shot size.



Choke Selection

Choke selection for sporting
clays should not be determined
by distance alone. Three things
need to be considered:

1. Target Presentation —
How much surface areais
presented to the shooter?

2. Target Vulnerability —
How easy is that surface to
break?

3. Target Distance —
Atwhat distance will the target
be broken?

Target Profiles
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These two profiles are easiest to break.

The belly on profile offers not only the
largest area to hit, but also the most
vulnerable side of the target. The back lip
profile offers the vulnerability of the belly
on profile but without as much surface
area to hit.

These two profiles are the hardest
to break.

The edge on profile offers the leastamount
of surface area to hit. It is not the hardest
to break, however. The dome on profile is
the hardest to break because the majority
of the surface exposed is the curved

shoulder which gives the target its strength.
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Briley Extended Chokes to exact constrictions were
used in researching the information in this choke chart.
If the choke in your gun is not to exact constrictions,
your results may be slightly different.
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
